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The Clash of Champions
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On March 2, the Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK) women’ s tennis team
arrived at TKU for a friendly tennis tournament. The Director of the TKU
Office of Physical Education, Hsiao Shu—fun, said that although the CUHK
women s team visited TKU last year, this is the first time an actual
tennis competition has been held between the two teams. “It’ s a very
promising start, and I know that the students gained a lot from the
experience.”

She
was especially impressed by their pre—game warm up routine, which she felt
displayed extreme discipline. “But the most important thing is that

they re all so nice!” she added.
