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Alice Chang is a Chinese American Mathematician who previously won the Ruth
Lyttle Satter Prize in Mathematics. She is currently the Chair of the
Department of Mathematics, Princeton University, and an academician at
Taiwan’ s premier research institute, Academia Sinica.

On January 3, 2013, Chang visited TKU s Tamsui Campus to deliver a special
lecture on the topic “How can we tell if it is a sphere?”
