There are 

42 council members representing all colleges of TKU to be elected. They are 

7 members for College of Business; 8 for the College of Management; 9 for 

the College of Engineering; 4 for the College of Science; 6 for the College 

of Foreign Languages and Literature; 1 for the College of Education; 5 for 

the College of Liberal Arts; 1 for the College of Technology and 1 for the 

College of International Studies. Candidates are required to fill out a 

form of personal information, a mission statement, a copy of student’s ID, 

five 2x2 passport photographs and an NT$ 10 deposit.
