A Visit from Hungkuang University

On Dec 14, 2012, a delegation of 80 members from Hungkuang University (HKU, 

located in Central Taiwan) came to the TKU Tamsui Campus. The group 

consisted of the Director of the HKU Extracurricular Department and the 

Aboriginal Affairs and Volunteer Development Center, Chen Ming-Kuo, as 

well as other HKU faculty and staff, and leaders of HKU student clubs.
