Twelve International 

students have been brought together  from the University of Oxford, 

Lomonosov Moscow State University, Lund University, ESL-Florida Institute 

of Technology,  the University of Florida, Kyung Hee University, Dankook 

University and Ritsumeikan University. Thirteen student representatives 

were chosen by Assistant Professor of the Graduate Institute of the 

Americas, David Lee Kleykamp. The students were granted admission into the 

event after their English ability had been tested through written 

compositions and oral interviews.
